Mission

What does it cost?

Your school district offers these elective pro-
grams as they do all others, at no tuition cost to
you. Some lab fees may be required to cover
uniforms and tools that you may want to keep,
or for other personal materials or equipment.
However, Nail Technology, Barbering and
Cosmetology may require tuition, kit, lab,
book, and uniform fees that vary by location.
Please contact Wilco for current program
costs.

What about credits?

Wilco offers elective high school credit which
varies from District to District. The individual
schools determine the credits. All credits accu-
mulate toward graduation requirements and
may be used at some colleges to meet entrance
requirements. Dual Credit courses can gain
you Joliet Junior College, College of DuPage,
Moraine Valley or Lewis University credits
and/or advanced placement. To determine
how your credits will be affected, please
consult your counselor.

How do I get there?

Your school will provide bus transportation to
and from Wileo.

ACE, AIM, AVIATION, Barbering,
Cosmetology, Heavy Equipment Technology,
and Nail Technology students are responsible
for their own transportation to and from their
programs, CNA students provide for their own
transportation to clinicals.
